“Reading the Psalms with Luther”  


The 107th Psalm is a psalm of thanks for the help that God shows to all people in their distress, whether they are Gentile or Jew. This help the heathen have sought by various idols and we Christians and the heathen have sought by various saints up until now (and to a great extent still do): For example, “St. Leonard has released the prisoners, St. Bastian delivers from pestilence, St. George protects in battle, St. Erasmus makes one rich, and St. Christopher has become the god of sea and water.” We have thus divided all of God’s help among the saints, as the heathen among their idols, and have stolen and robbed from God—to whom alone this psalm is dedicated and to whom alone the psalm calls on us to thank.


Prayer:  Thanks and praise be to you, Keeper of Israel, because You have guarded us in many a danger and helped us in many a need. Let Your good providence be over us in the future as in the past. Cause us steadfastly to trust in You, and to look to none other for help, through Jesus Christ, our Lord.  Amen.
